Robert Forsyth: My time at Sabhal Mor Ostaig

Through the generosity of the Scottish government and
the Department of Gaelic Affairs in Nova Scotia I received
a bursary to attend classes at Sabhal Mor Ostaig, the Gaelic
college on the Isle of Skye in Scotland. I was there for two
weeks m August of 2012. Sabhal Mor is Gaelic for the Big
Bamn, and Ostaig 1s the community where 1t 1s located, a
small rural place on the Strait of Sleat near Maileag where
the ferry arrives from mamland Scotland.

Sabhal Mor Ostaig, 15 no longer a big barn. There are
dormitories with excellent ensuite rooms, single or double
occupancy. The college offers first-rate bed and breakfast
accommeodation. the cost of which is included in the cost
of the courses. The instructors/teachers are all fluent Gaelic
speakers, some of them native speakers. These people are
knowledgeable, enthusiastic, helpful, patient and energetic.
Their teaching style 1s fun and stress-free.

I was standing at a bus stop on the Isle of Skye
Scotland when I met James Spens. It turned out we had the
same destination, Sabhal Mor Ostaig, Ostaig. In subsequent
conversation I learned that he came from Sweden. His
ancestors had moved there from Scotland mn the seventeenth

century. He told me that at least one person i every
generation of his family since then had kept in touch with
the family left behind in Scotland. Now n the twenty-first
century he was visiting with his Scottish relatives and
attending Sabhal Mor Ostaig. to learn his share of Gaelic.

James Spens 15 one example of the people with
interesting stories from all over Europe whom I met while
attending Sabhal Mér Ostaig.. T met a French man who held
Nova Scotians in high esteem because of the part Nova
Scotia’s soldiers played in liberating France during the
Second World War. T met an Irish man fluent in Inish Gaelic
who was there to learn Scottish Gaelic because he thought 1t
was a More authentic form of Gaelic than his own.

In the classes I attended there was little or no grammar
wnstruction. From 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Monday to Friday 1t
was Gaelic immersion: conversation, stories. some reading
and kind encouragement from the staff.

In the evenings there were conversation groups at the
cafe on campus. I took advantage of this and traded broken
Gaelic with many different people who were also there to
learn. Every night there was entertainment at the Great Hall.

Some of the music, singing and dancing were by the music
students and instructors. Each class of Gaelic students also
learned a Gaelic song or two and sang as a group to the rest
of the students. Professional musicians were also brought
in to perform. representing the music of modem Highland
culture.

I came away from Sabhal Mor Ostaig, with a renewed
enthusiasm for learming Gaelic. I gained Mére confidence
in using the language and enhanced my vocabulary and
proficiency. 1 learned that Gaelic 1s not just spoken m
isolated communities in Cape Breton or the Highlands of
Scotland. It 15 alive and valued and spoken by many people
in Canada and in countries across Europe. People of varied
cultures and nationalities find joy 1n this ancient language
and the values and culture contamned within

The Gaelic language i1s inclusive and social and
welcoming. Tt 1s full of stories and song and offers a umque
way of viewing the world and living in it.

WORK on a landmark Gaelic dictionary which aitnsecure the future of the language has taken a step forward with
investment of £2 million from theScottish Government.

The project will document the language and its history by tracing the development of every Gaelic word from its eatlést writ
form to the present day.

The Scottish Government hopes the project will raise thdilgrof the Gaelic language and heritage. The £2m, distributed
through the Scottish Funding Council (SFC), will pay for additional staff and computer software.

First Minister Alex Salmond said: "The Scottish Government is a strong supporter of ouranditErguages, including Gaelic,

and recognises the important cultural and economic benefits these bring to a vibrant and modern Scotland.

"We're committed to working with a range of other public bodies to create a secure future for the Gaelic languweage. Th
dictionary initiative will play an important part in that work."

The project, entitled Faclair na Gaidhlig (Scottish Gaelic Dictionary), is managed by Sabhal Mor Ostaig, the Natiofwal Centre
Gaelic Language and Culture on Skye, and which is a departie University of the Highlands and Islands. It is being run in
partnership with the universities &fberdeen, Edinburgh, Glasgow and Strathclyde.

SFC chairman John McClelland said: "The Faclair na Gaidhlig project is vital to securing thetheuaelic language and is an
essential resource for people across the world with an interest in Gaelic and Celtic studies.”

Professor Boyd Robertson, principal of Sabhal Mor Ostaig and convener of the Faclair na Gaidhlig steering committee, said: "T
increased investment by the Scottish Funding Council, augmented by the subvention of funding from the research councils and
the continued funding from Bord na Gaidhlig, recognises the national significance of this foundational project.”

The Arts and Humané@s Research Council will provide a further £100,000 and £50,000 is coming from the Economic and Social
Research Council.

Bord na Gaidhlig has supported the project since 2004 and currently contributes £75,000 per year.

Professor Boyd added: "The awardlwipedite preparatory work for the dictionary which will, in time, give Gaelic a resource
comparable to the Dictionary of the Older Scottish Tongue and the Oxford English Dictionary."

The aim is to produce a historical dictionary of Gaelic that willdmeparable in value and status to dictionaries available for

Scots and English.
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It will provide a new understanding of the structure, variations and development of Gaelic through its use in speealrgljterat
song and place names.

The dictionary will ba freely accessible online resource, with a collection of written work of around 30 million words forming
the basis for the analysis.

It is hoped it will be used by those working in Celtic and Gaelic Studies, students, teachers and parentsrimeGiariic
education to everyday Gaelic speakers. It also aims to improve opportunities for research in linguistics and Scottistmtiistory
culture.

The dictionary has been welcomed by academics in Celtic studies from America, Australia, Germany, Polandhdredscédaya

Nova Scotia Gaelic has its origins in Scottish Gaelic and, like Irish Gaelic and Manx, isa branch of the family of Celtic

languages. It has been spoken in our province since at least 1773 and is rich in cultural expression through song,

traditional fiddle and pipe music, step dancing, storytelling as well as customs and beliefs. NS Gaelic continues to make
cultural, social, educational and economic contributions to Nova Scotia society.
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
