Gaelic students will learn traditions and language from
commumty elders in the Daltachas (fosterage) program offered
through Bun is Barr (root and branch), the Gaelic Affairs men-
toring program.

“Shanng stories and tume together as they worked or learned
anew cultural skill. was how people learned in older societies,”
said Maurice Smuth, mumster of Gaehic Affairs.

1n a distinctly Nova Scotian people and place ™
